Connect to help promote 
your events and 
professional development 
opportunities. 

Every Thursday, you’ll 
receive a new e-newsletter 
by email that pulls 
together the week’s stories 
into an easy-to-read 
summary. The e-newsletter 
contains a feature 
Spotlight story & photo, 
and that week’s news 

headlines, with links to the 
full stories on PHC 
Connect. 

Broadcast emails 
clutter our inboxes and are 
often deleted or forgotten. 
When your news and 
events are published in 
PHC News, they will never 
get lost in the shuffle. 
People can refer back to 

news items online and 
forward them on to others.
